The Nation has contributed financially to this
organization for many years, and each year, the Nation has
donated money to the Club ranging from $2000 to
$10,000. Many employees of the Nation enroll their kids
in the Club's summer program which is a very cost effec-
tive way for employees with children to receive care dur-
ing the summer when they are not in school. Enrollment
in the Club is approximately 30% Native American (most
of whom are Ho-Chunk children).

Employees donate to local animal shelters

With 7,200 pounds of pet
food serving as a background,
employees of Whitetail Cross-
ing Casino and Majestic Pines
Casino, Bingo & Hotel gath-
ered in Majestic Pines Bingo
Hall on October 28, ready to
distribute the food to nearby
shelters. Since September 27,
427 employees at the two
sites purchased the food or
contributed in other ways as
part of their effort to help the
community.

Majestic Pines Executive
Administrative Assistant,
Lynette Streff explained that
the effort was the first project
of the newly formed Em-
ployee Incentive Committee
designed to create a team
spirit among the employees
while at the same time bene-
fiting a good cause. Looking
at the stacks of food piled on
the stage, Streff said, “I had
no idea it would amount to
this. It’s truly amazing what a
group of individuals united in
a common goal can achieve!”

She added that throughout
the month long campaign, the
employees were divided into
10 teams and challenged each
other. Though the winning

team will receive a small
plaque in appreciation of their
effort, Streff noted that “brag-
ging rights” and the willing-
ness to help were the major
incentives.

The event was not spon-
sored by the Ho-Chunk Na-
tion and no donations were
accepted. The Employee In-
centive Committee recog-

nized that many shelters are
overcrowded or near the end
of funding cycles and decided
to help. Streff added that in
addition to food contribution,
some employees took an extra
step and adopted a pet. “It
was an awesome accomplish-
ment and everyone should all
be so very proud of this daz-
zling achievement,” she said.

The food will be distributed
equally among shelters in
Jackson, Monroe and Clark
counties, where the volunteers
work and live. Streff said that
next on the Employee Incen-
tive Committee list is a proj-
ect that will help local food
pantries. The Committee also
plans on contributing to “Pro-

distributing gifts to children
and families.

Though many of the em-
ployees see each other every
day, Streff stated that the vol-
unteer work does more than
contribute to a good cause.
“It’s fun and it helps build
team spirit that carries on into
the workplace.”

nificance of her drawing,
meant to reflect on her Ho-
Chunk culture. Devinn said
that her Ho-Chunk name, Hi-
wiskawi,ga (The Whitetail
Feathers of the Eagle), was
given to her some years on
Flag Day by tribal elder Mor-
gan White Eagle. Knowing
that she was named after one
of Morgan’s late daughters
and the name is special to
him, Devinn and her mom ex-
plained that the name holds a
special place in their hearts
and that the drawing repre-
sents an important representa-
tion of Devinn’s Ho-Chunk
culture. Both are proud to
have her picture featured on
the calendar.

The calendar is produced by
Friends of University of Wis-
consin Hospital and Clinics.
Friends Board Secretary,
Debbie Cray, stated that over
100 entries were submitted
and that selecting the final 13
was difficult. Friends volun-

teer, Beth Blum noted that
plans for the calendar began
in 2007, “after we decided
that children’s art was the best
way to go,” when decided the
best way to raise funds for the
hospital. “One mom said this
was the best way to bring clo-
sure to her child’s hospital
stay,” Cray said. Cray added
“it really left these children
thinking of their time here in
such a positive light.” Along
with having their work on the
calendar, a tile of each artist’s
work will be featured in a sec-
tion of the hospital. Both
women said that the first ever
calendar, which so far has
raised nearly $20,000, has
been a success and will likely
become an annual publica-
tion.
