The Ho-Chunk Cancer Task
Force has made it their mis-
sion to reduce the rate of can-
cer incidence among their
members. Ho-Chunk has em-
braced the American Cancer
Society materials and early
detection and prevention pro-
grams. The American Cancer
Society’s “Get Your Tests”
sheet is sent out in the
monthly birthday cards to
tribal members who are 50-75
and live within the Ho-Chunk
Health Care Center’s service
radius and soon to be mailed
to House of Wellness service
radius. These birthday cards
remind tribal members to
have an annual physical and
talk with their provider about

cancer screening options. This
program is having great suc-
cess in increasing the number
of screenings and the number
of tribal members who are
going in for annual physicals.

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On November 21, Ho-
Chunk Nation dignitaries,
members and employees
helped celebrate the “Grand
Opening” of Ho-Chunk North
Ancillary Casino in the Wit-
tenberg community.  A year
after the Ho-Chunk Nation
Legislature approved funding
for the site, the celebration
marked the beginning of what
Ho-Chunk Nation officials
believe will be an area of op-
portunity for members in the
area.  

Ho-Chunk Nation President
Wilfrid Cleveland acknowl-
edged that while the project
“was a long time coming,
today it’s a reality.”  Aware
that the casino is important is
providing immediate employ-
ment opportunities to Ho-
Chunk members living in the
community, Cleveland also
stressed that “it will benefit
future generations,” by help-
ing to provide other opportu-
nities in the area.  “We’re
standing within our future,”

he said.  Traditional Chief
Clayton Winneshiek, on hand
to offer a prayer to open the
celebration, agreed that the
casino is the potential begin-
ning of other developments in
the Wittenberg community.
“It will help us take care of
our people in this area,” he
said.  

Current Area III representa-
tive, Larry Walker thanked all
the members and employees
of the Ho-Chunk Nation who
contributed the planning and

work that made the dream
come true.  He also acknowl-
edged and thanked all the
workers on the project,
adding “their hard work got
this done,” along with the
local and county officials for
their support on the project.  

Prior to official “ribbon cut-
ting,” music, including a spe-
cial song dedicated to the
Wittenberg community, was
performed by the Winnebago
Sons Drum Group inside the
casino.  Later, President
Cleveland, Chief Winneshiek,

Rep. Walker
and other
members of the
Legislature
held the ribbon
as Violet
WhiteWing,
the Wittenberg
communities’
oldest member,
officially
opened the
casino.

Located one
mile north off
Highway 29 on
Highway 45 in
Wittenberg, the
14,000 square-
foot casino fea-
tures nearly
600 slot ma-
chines, some of
which are
found in no
other Wisconsin casino.
Multi-denominational games
gave players the opportunity
of playing amounts in incre-
ments ranging from one
penny to one dollar.  Progres-
sive slots are offered, putting
a percentage of each play into
a common pot.

Among the cutting-edge of-
ferings are Virtual Black-
jack, Three-Card Poker,
Texas Hold’em and Let it
Ride games.

Ho-Chunk North is the only
casino in Wisconsin offering
this many virtual games, (Vir-
tual Craps and/or Roulette
may be coming soon) an ex-
perience described by Market-
ing Director Gerald Rhoden,

“as like sitting at a felt table.”  
Ho-Chunk North offers Re-

wards Club membership, a
restaurant offering made-to-
order sandwiches and meals
and a full service bar centered
in the casino.  A Class III fa-
cility, patrons must be at least
21 years old to play.

Beginning December 1, the
casino expects to be open
8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. on
weekdays and 24 hours on
weekends that include 8:00
a.m. Friday morning to 2:00
a.m. Monday morning.
